Whereas, the Development Control Regulations for Thane
City Municipal Corporation (hereinafter referred to as “the said
Regulations™) have been sanctioned by the Government in the Urban
Development Department , under scction 31(1) of the Maharashtra
Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966, ( hereinafter referred to as
“the sald Act”) vide Notification No. TPS/1294/1259/CR-
222/94/UD-12, dated the 28" April, 1995; (hereinafter referred to as
“the said Notification ”) and have come into force with effect from
15t June 1995:

And whereas, Regulations No 165 mentions about the special
provisions in respect of developments for economically weaker
sections, stum areas and redevelopment schemes etc.

And whereas, the above Regulations No 165 does not have
any specific provision for the “Safai Kamgars” who are covered
under “Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Shrama Safalya Awas Yojana” and
who are / were in the employment of Thane Municipal Corporation
(hereinafter reffered to as the,” said Municipal Corporation™); for 25
years or more.

And whereas, the said  Municipal Corporation, after
completion of the procedure laid down in section 37 of the said act
has submitted the proposal on ws 37(1) of the said act to the
Government for sanction vide its letter dated 4/2/2015 (hereinafter
ttferred to as the “said modification.”);

And whereas, the said Municipal Corporation has proposed
the modification in Regulation No 165, Appendix W (3) and
Appendix W (14) for making provision for housing for “Safai
Kamgars” who are eligible as per “Dr, Babasaheb Ambedkar Shrama
Safalya Awas Yojana”.
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And whereas. the Government has taken the consious
decision to incorporate the provision for housing for the staff of
Government or its statutary bodies or Municipal Corporations in the
Development Control Regulations of all Municipal Corporations
(Excluding Municipal Corporation for Greater Mumbai) and
accordingly  the  Notice bearing  No -TPB-4313/145/CR-
119/2013/UD-11, dated 1/4/2015 w/s 37 (1AA) of the said aci has
been published in the Government Gazzette dated 6/4/2015 for
inviting suggestions/objections from the general public.;

And whereas, after cosidering the proposed modification
mentioned above [which State Governmuit proposes to make in the
Development Control Regulations of all the Municipal Corporations
(excluding Municipal Corporation for Greater Mumbai)] and after
making inquiry and after consulting Director of Town Planning,
Maharashtra State, Pune, the Government is of the opinion that the
said modification proposal submitted by the said Municipal
Corporation should be rejected.;

Now, therefore, in exercice of the powers conferred under sub
section (2) of section 37 of the sajd act, the state Government hereby
refuses to accord sanction the said modification proposal submmitted
by the said Municipal Corp oratiorn.;
