Background
As you are aware the Swatchh Bharat Mission launched by the Prime Minister of India on the 2nd October of 2014 throughout the length and breadth of the country is the most comprehensive cleanliness campaign launched by the Government of India till date. It aims to achieve the vision of a Clean India by 2nd October 2019. The Mission covers both rural and urban India and has clearly spelt out targets like eliminating open defecation, eradicating manual scavenging complete disposal/ reuse of solid and liquid wastes and brining behavioral changes in people towards waste management.

The Confederation of Real Estate Developers’ Associations of India (CREDAI) having its office at PHD House (5th Floor), 4/2 Siri Institutional Area, August Kranti Marg, New Delhi-110 016 is the apex organization of real estate developers. The CREDAI’s primary mandate is to create a facilitative environment for the development of housing and real estate in the country. CREDAI has since 2007 through the CREDAI Clean City Movement (CCCM), an initiative of CREDAI Kerala chapter, been demonstrating the environment consciousness. CCCM today implements community led Decentralized Solid Waste management in more than 650 housing condominiums (covering more than 80,000 apartments).

MOU
Whereas CREDAI has resolved to associate itself aggressively with the Government of India’s Mission of Swachh Bharat through the CREDAI Clean City Movement with an aim to cover at least 1 Million Households in 30 cities over the next two years. 
And whereas the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Government of India has vide gazette notification S.O 1375 (E) notified the Solid Waste Management Rules 2016 which interalia provide as under:

Rule 4(7) 
All resident welfare and market associations, gated communities and institution with an area >5000 sq. m. should segregate waste at source-in to value dry waste like plastic, tin, glass, paper, etc. and handover recyclable material to either the authorized waste pickers or the authorized recyclers, or to the urban local body
Rule 4(7) (a)
The bio-degradable waste should be processed, treated and disposed of through composting or bio-methanation within the premises as far as possible. The residual waste shall be given to the waste collectors or agency as directed by the local authority.
Rule11(h) 
New townships and Group Housing Societies have been made responsible to develop in-house waste handling, and processing arrangements for bio-degradable waste.
Rule 4(3)
Generator will have to pay ‘User Fee’ to waste collector and for ‘Spot Fine’ for Littering and Non-segregation
And whereas the first party is interested in putting in place the waste management solutions being implemented by the CREDAI Clean City Movement (CCCM) in its projects. 
NOW, THEREFORE, under this MOU, the first party pledges to include decentralized waste management solutions offered by CCCM in its projects listed hereunder:
