Respected Sir,

With reference to the subject matter cited herein above, Government of
Maharashtra issued a resolution on 19.09.2019, as per the said resolution the
payment of premiums payable as per regulation 30, regulation 33, regulation 31
(3) of DCPR 2034 can be made through instalments for the grant of 10D and CC
subject to the condition that C.C. equivalent to 10% of the approved BUA shall be
restricted, this was valid for the period of 2 years. The copy of the said resolution
is attached herewith as Annexure — A.

We would like to highlight that MCGM circular bearing no. CHE/DP/171/GEN on
06.09.2021. As per the said circular, they have extended the payment be paid in
instalment for 1 year. The copy of the said circular is attached herewith as
Annexure — B.

The premium deposited at MCGM gets divided into two parts i.e. 50% to MCGM
and 50% to State government. As per MCGM circular dated 06 September 2021,
MCGM 50% share is getting the facility of installment however due lack of clarity
state government share of 50% is not getting installment facility and is required
to be deposited in full.

Sir, currently premiums are charged at 50% of Land ASR rates with no concession
available for a developer. Hence our developer members will not be in a position
to pay the entire premium at one stretch.

With your efforts and guidance the real estate project have just got the pace and
was on the verge of revival however, this high premium and increase in stamp
duty will derail the momentum. Hence we require your support in order to
continue the momentum.

Reference is requested to the representation of CREDAI-MCHI (pg C/1-3) dtd.
27.08.2021 in the subject matter, wherein it is requested to extend the installment
scheme granted vide circular dtd 17 Sept 2019, for another 5 years.

This office remarks are as follows:

In one of the case, Dy.Ch.E.(B.P.)W.S.-l had submitted a report for allowing
installment facility. In this context, the then M.C. had directed to put up'a policy regarding
allowing installment facility (C/19-20). Accordingly, a policy proposal was proposed &
finally a circular vide Reference No. 04 above was circulated (C/557-565). The installment
facility with an interest of 8.50% pa was granted for 4 & 5 years for buildings less than
70.00 mts & above 70.00 mts. respectively. The said circular was applicable only for two
years from 04.09.2019 i.e. valid up to 03.09.2021.

Now, in the instant representation, CREDAI-MCHI has requested to extend the
instaliment scheme for another 5 years to make the schemes viable for entire industry. In
support of their request, it is represented that due to the COVID pandemic & resultant
lock-down, the economy of the country was completely paralyzed, thus affecting the
construction industry.

In this matter, it is to be stated that, the said circular was issued prior to the COVID
pandemic situation. It is true that, due to the lockdown / restrictions imposed during the
pandemic, there was severe impact on the economy. In the first lockdown the
construction activity was entirely stopped from Mar 2020 to Oct-2020. But now
restrictions are gradually being lifted in phase wise manner & resulting in opening in
economy & trade.

Considering the above, the installment facility is proposed to be extended for
further period of one year i.e. from 04.09.2021 fo 03.09.2022 instead of 5 years as
requested by CREDAI-MCHI. However, this will have an impact on the Capital of MCGM,
which is itself facing financial crunch due to the pandemic. As such, it is felt that, it would
necessary to seek opinion from C.A.(Finance) regarding the financial impact on MCGM

coffers.

[ ) In view of above, C.A.(Finance) is requested to offer remarks & submit the same to
A.M.C.(P) / M.C. for approval to extend the applicability of the installment facility circular

issued vide No. CHE/DP/87/GEN (2019-2020) dtd 17.09.2019 for the further period of one
yeari.e. from 04.09.2021 to 03.09.2022.
On receipt of approval, this note will be circulated to DP / BP offices as policy
circular.
