Respected Sir,

We would like to highlight that a meeting was held on 12/01/2021, under the Chairmanship
of Shri Sanjay Kumar (then Chief Secretary) wherein it was decided that for the projects
under reg. 33(9) of DCPR 2034, requirement of proposal going to Technical Committee for
High Rise Buildings has been amended from 120 mtrs to 250 mtrs. Accordingly, UDD has
issued notice dated 13" June 2022, calling for Suggcstion / Objection with regard to
amendment under DCPR 2034 for projects. 33(9), sub clause (2A) of reg. 19 shall not be
applicable in respect of high-rise building having helights less than 250 m.

Sir, it is a well-known fact that redevelopment projects in Mumbai are executed under reg.
33(5), 33(7), 33(7) A, 33(7)B, 33(9), 33(10) 33(11) and other redevelopment scheme under
reg. 33 of DCPR 2034. In order to promote holistic development, it is just to give eligible
benefits to all redevelopment projects planned and being executed under all the above
regulations. We would like to highlight that maximum redevelopment will be carried out
under Reg. 33(7) and 33(10), as maximum resident/ population is either staying in Slum or
dilapidated buildings.

CREDAI-MCHI would like to pray that restricting such benefit only for projects under 33(9)
shall create disparity to other developments taking place in Mumbai city and the suburbs.
CREDAI-MCHI requests your positive support to all the redevelopment projects in Mumbai,
especially in these crucial timelines. Such propasals submitted to H.R.C. takes minimum of 6
calendar months and such delay clearly affects the project viability.

At present in Mumbai only Structural, Geatechnical and CFO parameters are looked after by
the Technical committee for High Rise Buildings. The parameters of Structural and
Geotechnical can be considered in following way.

1. The structural design submitted by the registered Structural Engineer shall be
reviewed by another Structural Engineer by carrying out the Peer Review.

2. The Geotechnical parameters and reports submitted by the Geotechnical
consultants shall be reviewed through another Geotechnical consultant.

We humbly request that all the project development under DCPR 2034 should be considered
for the same and approval for proposal with 250 mtrs should be vested to Municipal
Commissioner, MCGM instead of Technical Committee for High Rise Buildings.

Whereas, the Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai is the Planning Authority
for the area within its jurisdiction (hereinafter referred to as “the said Corporation *)as per
the provision of Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter referred

And whereas, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub Section (1) of Section
31 of the said Act, the State Government vide Notification No. TPB-4317/629/CR-
118/2017/DP/UD-11, dated 08/05/2018 (hereinafter referred to as “the said Notification™)
has accorded sanction to the Draft Development Plan-2034 alongwith the Development
Control and Promotion Regulations -2034 for Greater Mumbai (hereinafter referred to as
“the said Regulations™) with modifications shown in SCHEDULE-A appended to the said
Notification excluding the substantial modifications as shown in SCHEDULE-B appended
to the said Notification. And whereas, Government has issued a corrigendum of even
number dated 22" June, 2018 as per which the said Regulations have came into force from
1/09/2018. And whereas, thereafter Government has issued a Corrigendum and Addendum
of even number dated. 29™ June, 2018 to the said Notification, which is published in
Government Gazette dated 30™ J une, 2018;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra vide Notification dated 21/09/2018
has sanctioned EP-1 to EP-168 (Excluding certain EP and provisions which were kept in
abeyance) of the said Regulations;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra vide Notification dated 12/11/2018
has issued a corrigendum in respect of some typographical errors and mistakes and also to
clarify and co-relate certain provisions of the said Regulations for its proper interpretation;

And whereas, considering various letters received from The South Mumbai
Redeveloper Association (SOMURA), the Chiet Executive Officer, Maharashtra Housing
and Area Development Authority (MHADA) vide his letter dated 2/06/2020 and dated

And whereas, the Municipal Corporation of Greater
Mumbai (MCGM) vide letter Nos. 3375 and 3376, dated 13/08/2020 submitted its reports
on the proposal of MHADA; wherein one of the request is to delete powers of High Rise
Committee in respect of proposals under Cluster Development having building height less
than 250mt.

And whereas, said issue was referred to Committee constituted as per Government
Resolution No.TPB-4313/C.R.41/2013/UD-11,Dt. 2/04/2013.; And whereas, it was
discussed in the Committee meeting held under the Chairmanship of the Hon’ble Chief
Secretary Maharashtra State , wherein committee has taken a decision in that respect and to

modify DCPR-2034 accordingly.

And whereas, after considering the above and decision taken in the Committee
meeting held under the Chairmanship of the Hon'ble Chief Secretary, Maharashtra State,
Government in Urban Development Department is of the opinion that in the public
interest it is expedient to modify certain provisions of Regulation 33(9) of the said
Regulations, as specifically described in the Schedule attached herewith; (hereinafter
referred to as * the proposed modification™);

Now, therefore, after considering the above facts and circumstances and in exercise
of the powers conferred by sub-section (1AA) of Section 37 of the said Act; and of all
other powers enabling it in this behalf, Government hereby publishes a Notice for inviting
objections/ suggestions from any persons with respect to the proposed modification, as
required by clause (a) of sub-section (1AA) of Section 37 of the said Act, for information
of all persons likely to be affected thereby;

The Government is further pleased to inform that any objections/ suggestions in
respect of the proposed modification mentioned in the Schedule attached herewith may be
forwarded, before the expiry of one month from the date of publication of this Notice in
the Maharashtra Government Gazette, to the Deputy Director of Town Planning., Greater
Mumbai, having his office at ENSA Hutments, E-Block, Azad Maidan, Mahapalika Marg,
Mumbai 400 001.
