With reference to your letter under reference to Sr. No. 05 above, this 

Directorate would like to point out that prior to commencement of the Maharashtra Fire 

Prevention and Life Safety Measures (Amendment) Act, 2023 which came into effect 
from 31.05.2023 as per notification issued vide reference to 01 above, fire protection 
fund fees was levied in accordance to Section 11 of the original Maharashtra Fire 
Prevention and Life Safety Measures Act, 2006 (herein after referred as "Fire Act") 
which ranged from Rs. 0.25 to Rs. 20.00 for various Urban LOcal Bodies (ULB's) and 
Special Planning Authorities (SPA's) for different occupancies as specified in 
Schedule ll of the Fire Act. 

5. MFB Letter No. FB/PIODI1610, dated 07.03.2024 

Prior to amended of the Fire Act, beside fire protection fees, separate fees such 
as Capitation Fees, Development Fees, Infrastructure Charges etc were also levied 
by various ULB's and SPA's. with implementation of the Unified Development Control 
and Promotion Regulation (UDCPR) in December 2020, especially for approving plan 
approval across Maharashtra (excluding Mumbai and some areas), State Government 
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was of the opinion that there should be uniformity while levying charges by the fire 
department and hence Office Order was issue vide No. 03 above stating that "there is 
no need to charge separate infrastructure charges and same can be collected as per 
the provisions given in the Maharashtra Fire Prevention and Life Safety Measures Act, 
2006". As such, amendment to Fire Act was done in which rate was specified as 
provided in the Schedule Il of the Amendment Fire Act, 2023 for various occupancies 
as defined therein to compensate for financial losses, if any, incurred by Urban Local 
Bodies or SPA due to office order issued vide reference to 03 above. 

3. As per Rule 19 of the Maharashtra Fire Prevention and Life Safety Measures 

Rules, 2009, guidelines were given for assessment of the fire protection fund is 
provided, now after amendment of the Fire Act, 2023, while submitting the Amendment 
Rules to the State Government with minor modification has been incorporated in which 

the earlier clause 1 (i0) "if any addition are made to the existing buildings, the entire 
area of the building shall be calculated and the fire service fee leviable and payable in 
respect thereof shall be for entire such areas less the fire service fees, if any, paid 
earlier" is now proposed for deletion and now the amended clause submitted for 
consideration of the Government is as under. 

"If any additions are made to the existing building for which already fees 
have been taken as per the Fire Act, then fees shall only be levied on the such 
additional built up area". 

Also find attached herewith is an extract of Rule 19 (as draft amended Rules 
for approval). This amendment may take place in 2 to 3 months time. 

Considering the above facts, this Directorate is of the opinion that if any 

proposal is received after 30.05.2023 for expansion of the building which fire service 

fees is already paid then fire fees shall be levied on the additional built up area only. 

For the proposal received after the notification dated as per sr. no. 01 above, for which 

no fire service fees is paid, then fees shall be levied for the entire built up area in 

accordance to Schedule ll of the Amendment Fire Act, 2023.
